03. AN INTENSIVE STUDY OF THE NAMES OF GOD 
 

A) ELOHIM 
"ELOHIM" is the first name for God found in the Tenach (Old Testament). It is in Genesis 1:1 and is the 
third word of the Hebrew Scriptures: In the beginning "Elohim" - "God." Elohim is the most common 
name that is translated as "God." Elohim comes from a root that means "strength, might, power." It is 
used over 2300 times in the Scriptures to refer to the God of Israel. Elohim is unusual since it is plural. It 
can also be translated as "gods." Exodus 12:12 refers to "all the elohim (gods) of Egypt." This plural 
name that is used for the One God of Israel opens the door for the revelation of the plural yet single 
nature of God that is more fully revealed in the rest of the Scriptures. Elohim can be combined with 
other words. When that happens different attributes of God are emphasized. 

1. Elohay Kedem - God of the Beginning: (Deuteronomy 33:27). The Powerful One always was 
and is. He is before all things in time and priority. He must be first before all else in our 
affections. 

2. Elohay Tz'vaot- God Of Hosts, or God of Armies: (2 Samuel 5:10). The Strong One is a mighty 
warrior and is the commander in chief of the armies of Heaven and His people on earth. 

3. Elohay Mishpat - God Of Justice: (Isaiah 30:18). The Powerful One is perfectly just and will 
bring perfect justice to the world. 

4. Elohay Selichot - God Of Forgiveness: (Nehemiah 9:17). Men might be slow to forgive, but it is 
the Mighty One's nature to forgive. God's desire is to grant us forgiveness. 

5. Elohay Marom - God Of Heights: (Micah 6:6). Heights signifies supremacy of power and 
position. The Strongest One is supremely exalted. 

6. Elohay Mikarov - God Who Is Near: (Jeremiah 23:23). The Mighty One is not distant. He is 
near His creation. He did not create then abandon the world. Yeshua's incarnation supremely 
expresses this truth.

7. Elohay Chasdi - God Of My Kindness: (Psalm 59:11, 18). The Strong One is Himself kind and 
works to make us kind. Yeshua's life and sacrifice is the supreme example of God's kindness. 

8. Elohay Mauzi - God Of My Strength: (Psalm 43:2). The Strongest One desires to make us 
strong. When we realize that we are weak, then He is able to make us strong when we are united 
with Him. 

9. Elohay Tehilati - God Of My Praise: (Psalm 109:1). God is supremely worthy of our praise. He 
desires to be the main subject of our accolades as well as what we talk and think about. 

10. Elohay Yishi - God Of My Salvation: (Psalm 18:47, 25:5). Salvation is in a Person - Yeshua - 
not a belief system or good works. God's nature and will is to save what is lost. Salvation must 
be personal. The Mighty One must be the God of my salvation. 

11. Elohay Elohim - God Of Gods: (Deuteronomy 10:17). There are other so called "gods" and 
powers, but the Strong One is mightier than all. Even they acknowledge Him as the Most 
Powerful. 

12. Elohay Tzur - God Of Rock: (2 Samuel 22:47). Rock is strong, solid, dependable, enduring, 
useful as a weapon or for defence. The Powerful One is our eternal defence who we can depend 
on since He is strong and reliable. 

13. Elohay Kol Basar - God Of All Flesh: (Jeremiah 32:27). The Mighty One created all living 
thing on earth and demands that they conform to His plans for them. 

14. Elohay HaRuchot LeKol Basar - God Of The Spirits Of All Flesh: (Numbers 16:22). God 
created us with a physical and spiritual dimension. He claims lordship over body and soul, and 
spirit. 

15. Elohim Kedoshim - Holy God: (Leviticus 19:2, Joshua 24:19). The Mighty One is unique, 
special, one of a kind. There is no one and nothing like Him, and there will never be. He is 
distinct from everyone and everything else. He is pure and free from any wrong. 

16. Elohim Chaiyim - Living God: (Jeremiah 10:10). The Strong One is alive and the giver of live. 
He created life and everything that is living. He longs to give life eternal and abundant. 

 
B)  EL 

"EL" is another name that is translated as "God." El is a simple form related to Elohim. It is used 200 
times in the Scriptures. "El" is often combined with words that emphasize different attributes of God. 

1. El HaNe'eman - The Faithful God: (Deuteronomy 7:9). Everything The Mighty One says and 
does is 100% reliable. He is completely trustworthy. 

2. El HaGadol - The Great God: (Deuteronomy 10:17). He is great in all ways: His nature, His 
attributes, His deeds, and His size. 

3. El HaKadosh - The Holy God: (Isaiah 5:16). The Strong One is unique. He is distinct from 
creation. There is no one and nothing like Him. 

4. El Yisrael - The God Of Israel: (Psalm 68:36). The Powerful One chose Israel and is forever 
uniquely connected to His Chosen People. 

5. El HaShamayim - The God Of The Heavens: (Psalm 136:26). The Strong One created the 
heavens. His throne is in Heaven and He rules over the heavenly hosts. 

6. El Sali - God Of My Rock: (Psalm 42:10). The Mighty One is my defender, my stronghold, my 
protection from all attacks. 

7. El Simchat Gili - God The Joy Of My Exaltation: (Psalm 43:4). The Strong One is the source of 
tremendous joy to me. 

8. El Rah'ee - The God Who Sees: (Genesis 16:13). The Powerful One sees and knows all. 
9. El HaKavod - The God Of Glory: (Psalm 29:3). God Himself is beautiful and is the source of all 

beauty and creativity. 
10. El De'ot - The God Of Knowledge: (1 Samuel 2:3). The Mighty One is all knowing and the 

source of all knowledge. Whatever knowledge man has comes from Him. 
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11. El Olam - The God Of Eternity, or The God Of The Universe: (Genesis 21:33). The Strong One 
is eternal. He is the Maker of time, eternity, and the universe. He is without beginning and 
without end. 

12. El Emet - The God Of Truth: (Psalm 31:6). The Powerful One is the source of ultimate reality. 
Everything connected with Him is true and real. 

13. El Emunah - The Faithful God: (Deuteronomy 32:4). The Strong One is completely reliable. 
You can trust Him completely, in this life and with your eternal destiny. 

14. El Yeshuati - The God Of My Salvation: (Isaiah 12:2). God Himself is the source of salvation. 
He wants to save His creation. Each individual must personally know Him as The God Of My 
Salvation. 

15. El Chaiyai - The God Of My Life: (Psalm 42:9). The Strong One is the source of all life. He 
gives life, including eternal life. 

16. El Echad - The One God: (Malachi 2:10). He is the only true God, the ultimate Mighty One. 
17. El Rachum - The God Of Compassion: (Deuteronomy 4:31). His nature is one of kindness. The 

Powerful One is full of compassion and feeling for people. He is completely free of any cruelty 
or meanness. 

18. El Chanun - The Gracious God: (Jonah 4:2). His nature is gracious, giving and generous, even 
when we don't deserve it. 

19. El Kana - The Jealous God: (Deuteronomy 4:24). The Mighty One is extremely protective 
towards His people and doesn't want to share our affections with other "gods." His very name 
and character is Jealous (Exodus 34:14). 

20. El Tzadik - The Righteous God: (Isaiah 45:21). Everything The Powerful One does and says is 
right. Even though there is much unrighteousness in the world, He is completely fair and just in 
all His doings. Eventually He will make everything right. 

21. El Shaddai - God The All Sufficient: (Genesis 17:1). "Shad" means "breast" in Hebrew. Like a 
nursing mother God completely nourishes and satisfies His people and takes care of all their 
needs. 

22. El Elyon - The Most High God: (Genesis 14:18). Height signifies power and position. The 
Powerful One is supremely exalted.  

23. El Yeshurun - The God of Yeshurun: (Deuteronomy 33:26). Yeshurun means "righteous", and 
is another name for Israel. The Mighty One is forever uniquely connected to Israel. He is 
righteous and will make Israel completely righteous. 

24. El Gibor - The Mighty God: (Isaiah 9:6). God is a mighty warrior and the strongest force in the 
universe. 

25. Immanu El - God Is With Us: (Isaiah 7:14). God's desire is to be with us. He created us out of  
His nature to share Himself with people and be with us forever. 
 

It is important to know that God is Elohim, Eloah, Elah and El. He is the source of all power, might and 
strength. He is the strongest one in the universe. No one is more powerful than He. We can go to the 
Mighty One, the Powerful One, the Strong One, who will infuse us with strength and empower us to do 
all that He calls us to do. 
  

C) ELAH 
"ELAH" is another name that is translated as "God." It is used 70 times in the Scriptures. It can be 
combined with other words so that different attributes of God are emphasized. 

1. Elah Yerush'lem - God of Jerusalem: (Ezra 7:19). God is uniquely associated with Jerusalem. 
He is forever tied to the city of Jerusalem. It is His eternal capital and dwelling place. It will be 
the future center of the universe. 
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2. Elah Yisrael - God of Israel: (Ezra 5:1). God is specially connected with Israel and it pleased to 
call Himself the God of Israel. 

3. Elah Sh'maya - God of Heaven: (Ezra 7:23). The Strong One created the heavens. His throne is 
in Heaven and He rules over the heavenly hosts. 

4. Elah Sh'maya V'Arah - God of Heaven and Earth: (Ezra 5:11). The Mighty One is the ruler 
over the entire universe. There is nothing that is not under His power. 

  
D) ELOAH 

"ELOAH" is the singular of Elohim. It is used 50 times in the Bible. It too is translated as "God." 
 

E) YHVH 
"YHVH" is a name that is translated as "LORD." It is used approximately 7000 times in the Tenach, 
more than any other name for God. It is also referred to as the "Tetragrammaton", which means "The 
Four Letters" because it comes from four Hebrew letters: Yud, Hay, Vav, Hay. This is the special 
memorial-name that God revealed to Moses at the burning bush. "And God said to Moses, "I AM WHO 
I AM; and He said, thus you shall say to the sons of Israel, I AM has sent me to you... this is My eternal 
name, and this is how I am to be recalled for all generations" (Exodus 3:14-15). Even though the name 
YHVH appears in Genesis 2, God didn't reveal Himself as YHVH until Exodus 3 in conjunction with 
the creation of Israel. 
 
This name comes from the Hebrew verb which means "to be." YHVH emphasizes God's absolute being. 
He is the source of all being, all reality, and all existence. He has being inherent in Himself. Everything 
else derives its being from Him. YHVH denotes God's utter transcendence. He is beyond His creation. 
He is without beginning and without end because He always is. 
 
Although some pronounce YHVH as Jehovah or Yaweh, we no longer know the proper pronunciation. 
The Jewish people stopped saying this name by the third century A.D. out of fear of violating the 
commandment "You shall not take the name of YHVH your God in vain" (Exodus 20:7). According to 
the rabbis, the Tetragrammaton may not be pronounced under any circumstances. Another name, 
"Adonai", is usually substituted in place of YHVH. 
 
When YHVH is combined with other words the LORD's different attributes are emphasized. 

1. YHVH Elohim - LORD God: (Genesis 2:4). This is a powerful revelation of God as the 
Strongest One who is the totality of all being, reality and existence. He is the Mighty One who 
has all the power and resources to meet all of man's needs. 

2. YHVH M'kadesh - The LORD Who Makes Holy: (Ezekiel 37:28). He is holy, unique, special, 
one of a kind. There is one God and there is no one and nothing like Him. Holiness comes from 
closeness to Adonai M'kadesh. The closer we get to Him the holier we become. 

3. YHVH Yireh - The LORD Who Sees: (Genesis 22:14). Adonai is all seeing and is aware of all 
our problems and needs. The LORD is committed to provide for all the needs of His people. 

4. YHVH Nisi - The LORD My Miracle, or The LORD My Banner: (Exodus 17:15). If we need a 
miracle Adonai is able to do one for us. He is our banner or standard. In the midst of life's raging 
battles we see Him high and lifted up. If we keep our eyes on Him and follow Him we will be 
miraculously victorious. 

5. YHVH Shalom - The LORD Of Peace: (Judges 6:24). "Shalom" means wholeness, 
completeness, peace. The LORD is complete in and of Himself. Adonai needs nothing to add to 
His completeness. His desire and purpose is to restore peace and wholeness to His creation that 
was fractured by sin. 
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6. YHVH Tzidkaynu - The LORD Our Righteousness: (Jeremiah 33:16). The LORD is perfectly 
right and just in all that He says and does. Entering into a personal faith relationship with Adonai 
is what makes us right. Ultimate saving righteousness doesn't come by keeping commandments 
or doing good deeds, but by having a right relationship with Adonai Tzidkaynu and being 
declared righteous by Him. 

7. YHVH Rofehcha - The LORD Who Heals You: (Exodus 15:26). Adonai is the Great Physician 
and the ultimate source of all healing - spiritual, physical, emotional, mental, societal, 
environmental. If you are in need of any kind of healing He is the first One to turn to. YHVH 
Tz'vaot - The LORD Of Armies: (1 Samuel 1:11). The LORD is the most powerful being and the 
greatest warrior in the universe. Adonai is the general of His armies in Heaven and on Earth. He 
is the supreme Commander in Chief. 

8. YHVH O'saynu - The LORD our Maker: (Psalm 95:6). The LORD is our Creator. Since He is 
our Maker He deserves all that we have and all that we are.  

  
F) MESSIAH YESHUA IS YHVH 

The LORD who revealed Himself as YHVH in the Tenach is revealed as Yeshua in the New Testament. 
Yeshua shares the same attributes as YHVH and claims to be YHVH. Messiah Yeshua has the same 
attribute of being inherent in Himself: "For just as the Father has life in Himself, even so He gave to the 
Son also to have life in Himself" (John 5:26). Messiah Yeshua has the same attribute of sustaining the 
universe: "And He is before all things, and in Him all things hold together" (Colossians 1:17). "He 
upholds all things by the word of His power" (Messianic Jews - Hebrews 1:3). Messiah Yeshua claimed 
to be YHVH. In John 8:56-9 Yeshua claimed to be "I AM." When asked by some Jewish leaders how 
He could have seen Abraham, who lived 2000 years before He was born, Yeshua replied: "Truly, truly, I 
say to you, before Abraham was born, I AM. Therefore they picked up stones to throw at Him", 
referring to Exodus 3:14. Those leaders of Israel understood that Yeshua was claiming to be YHVH. 
This is proven when they tried to stone Him to death for what they considered blasphemy. In Romans 
10:9 Paul tells the Messianic Community at Rome: "if you confess with your mouth Yeshua as Lord... 
you shall be saved." A few verses later, in 10:13, Paul backs up this statement by quoting Joel 2:32: 
"Whoever will call upon the name of the LORD (YHVH) will be saved." Calling on Yeshua as Lord is 
equivalent to calling Him YHVH, because Yeshua is YHVH - LORD. 
  

G) YAH 
"YAH" is a shortened form of YHVH. It means the same thing as YHVH, and is used approximately 40 
times in the Scriptures. Yah appears primarily in the book of Psalms. Psalm 122:3-4 says that 
"Jerusalem is built as a city that is compact together; to which the tribes of Yah (the LORD) go up." It is 
also found in the compound word "hallelu-Yah", which means "praise Yah (the LORD)." 
 

H) ADONAI 
"ADONAI" is the rabbinic substitute for the Tetragrammaton. It can literally be translated as "my lords." 
It is an emphatic form of the word "Adon", which means "master" or "lord." Adonai is usually translated 
as "Lord." It is used approximately 450 times. "I saw Adonai (the Lord) sitting on a throne, high and 
lifted up, with the train of His robe filling the temple" (Isaiah 6:1). 
Adonay HaAdonim - Lord Of The Lords: (Deuteronomy 10:17). Our Lord is the supreme Master, the 
ultimate Ruler, the Lord over all the powers and authorities that exist in the universe. 
  

I) ADON 
"ADON" means "Lord": (Isaiah 10:33). God is the Master. He rules and issues commands. We are to 
obey. Is He your Lord?

09. YESHUA IN THE TENACH or TENAKH (Yeshua translated JESUS in the Jewish Holy 
Scriptures; Tenakh is the Law, Prophets and Writings the Old Testament) 
 
“In sharing with my Jewish brethren for the past many years in Canada, the United States, Argentina, 
and Uruguay, I had one great difficulty, and it was this: My Jewish people would always fling at me this 
challenging question, ‘If Jesus is our Messiah, and the whole Old Testament is about Him, how come 
His name is never mentioned in it even once?’I could never answer it satisfactorily to their way of 
thinking, and I admit I often wondered why His name was not actually written in the Old Bible. Oh, yes, 
I could show them His divine titles in Isaiah 7:14, 9:6; Jeremiah 23:5, 6, etc., and even the word 
MESSIAH in several places; but the Hebrew name that would be equal to Jesus, that I could not show.  
Then one day the Holy Spirit opened my eyes, and I just shouted. There was the very NAME, Jesus, 
found in the Old Testament about 100 times all the way from GENESIS to HABAKKUK! Yes, the very 
word - the very NAME - that the angel Gabriel used in Luke 1:31 when he told Mary about the Son she 
was to have. "Where do we find that NAME?" you ask.  
 
1. Here it is: Every time the Old Testament uses the word SALVATION (especially with the Hebrew 
suffix meaning "my," "thy," or "his"), with very few exceptions (when the word is impersonal), it is the 
very same word, YESHUA (Jesus), used in Matthew 1:21 [in the New Covenant].  
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2. Let us remember that the angel who spoke to Mary and the angel who spoke to Joseph in his dream 
did not speak in English, Latin, or Greek, but in Hebrew; and neither was Mary nor Joseph slow to grasp 
the meaning and significance of the NAME of this divine Son and its relation to His character and His 
work of salvation. For in the Old Testament all great characters were given names with a specific and 
significant meaning. 
 
3. For example, in Genesis 5:29, Lamech called his son "Noah [Comfort], saying, This same shall 
comfort us concerning our work and toil of our hands." 
 
4. In Genesis 10:25, Eber calls his firstborn son "Peleg [Division]; for in his days was the earth divided." 
The same is true of Abraham, Sarah, Isaac, Jacob (changed to Israel-God's Prince), and all of Jacob's 
sons (see Genesis, Chapters 29-32). 
  
5. In Exodus 2:10, Pharaoh's daughter called the baby rescued from the Nile "Moses [Drawn-Forth]: and 
she said, Because I drew him out of the water." And so we can go on and on to show the deep 
significance of Hebrew names. 
 
6. Now then, when the angel spoke to Joseph, husband of Mary, the mother of our Lord, this is what he 
really said and what Joseph actually understood: "And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his 
name Jesus [YESHUA (SALVATION)]: for he shall save [or salvage his people from their sins" (Matt. 
1:21). This text was so forcibly brought home to my soul soon after I became a believer over 24 years 
ago, that I saw the whole plan of the Old Testament in that one ineffable and blessed NAME. 
 
So let us proceed to show clearly the Hebrew name YESHUA (Greek, Iesus; English, Jesus) in the 
Old Testament. 
 
7. When the great Patriarch Jacob was ready to depart from this world, he by the Holy Spirit was 
blessing his sons and prophetically foretelling their future experiences in those blessings. In verse 18 of 
Genesis 49 he exclaims, "I have waited for thy salvation, 0 Lord!" What he really did say and mean was, 
"To thy YESHUA (Jesus) I am looking, 0 Lord"; or, "In thy YESHUA (Jesus) I am hoping (trusting), 
Lord!" That makes much better sense. Of course YESHUA (Jesus) was the One in Whom Jacob was 
trusting to carry him safely over the chilly waters of the river of death. Jacob was a saved man, and did 
not wait until his dying moments to start trusting in the Lord. He just reminded God that he was at the 
same time comforting his own soul. 
 
8. In Psalm 9:14, David bursts forth, "I will rejoice in thy salvation!" What he actually did say and mean 
was, "I will rejoice in (with) thy YESHUA (Jesus)." 
 
9. In Psalm 91:14-16 God says, "Because he hath set his love upon me, therefore will I deliver him: I 
will set him on high, because he hath known my name. He shall call upon me, and I will answer him: I 
will be with him in trouble; I will deliver him and honor him. With long life [eternal life] will I satisfy 
him, and show him my [YESHUA (Jesus)] salvation." Of course. That promise is realized in Revelation 
22:3, 4: "And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it: and his 
servants shall serve him: And they shall see HIS face." 
 
10. In Isaiah 12:2, 3 we have something wonderful. Here SALVATION is mentioned three times.  
 
The reader will be much blessed by reading these glorious verses in his Bible, but let me give them as 
they actually read in the original Hebrew with Jesus as the embodiment and personification of the word 
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SALVATION: "Behold, mighty (or, God the mighty One) is my YESHUA (Jesus-in His pre-incarnation 
and eternal existence); I will trust and not be afraid; for JAH-JAHOVAH [the God of Israel] is my 
strength and my song; He also is become my YESHUA (Jesus)." "And the WORD [Jesus incarnate] 
became flesh, and dwelt among us" (John 1:14). "Therefore with joy shall ye draw water out of the wells 
of YESHUA [Jesus death for our sins - waters of salvation, cleansing from sin....]." 
 
Something very interesting occurred one spring in St. Louis. I was visiting in the home of our friends, 
Brother and Mrs. Siegelman, and another Jew was present. He claimed Jewish orthodoxy for his creed. 
Of course the conversation centered around Jesus. This good Jewish brother opposed the claims of 
Messiah in the Old Testament verbally, and in a friendly fashion, most violently. His best offensive 
weapon, he thought, was to fling at me and at all of us there the well-known challenge: "You can't find 
the name 'Jesus' in the Old Testament"; and this he did. I did not answer him directly, but asked him to 
translate for us from my Hebrew Bible, Isaiah 62:11.  
 
Being a Hebrew scholar, he did so with utmost ease, rapidity, and correctness; and here is what and how 
he translated that text verbatim: "Behold, Jehovah has proclaimed unto the end of the world. Say ye to 
the daughter of Zion, Behold thy YESHUA cometh; behold, His reward is with Him, and His work 
before Him." Just then he crimsoned as he realized what he had done and how he had played into my 
hands, and he just fairly screamed out, "No! no! You made me read it 'thy YESHUA' [Jesus], Mr. Glass! 
You tricked me!" I said, "No, I did not trick you. I just had you read the Word of God for yourself. Can't 
you see that here SALVATION is a Person and not a thing or an event? HE comes,'HIS reward is with 
HIM, and His work before him.' " Then he took his own Old Testament, talking away frantically, saying, 
"I'm sure mine is different from yours." And when he found the passage, he just dropped like a deflated 
balloon. His Old Testament was, of course, identical. All he could use as an escape from admitting 
defeat was to deny the divine inspiration of the book of Isaiah [the Jewish prophet Isaiah]. 
 
Then skipping on to Habakkuk, we have the greatest demonstration of the NAME "Jesus" in the Old 
Testament; for here we have both the name as well as the title of the Savior. In 3:13 we read literally 
from the original Hebrew: "Thou wentest forth with the YESHA [variant of YESHUA-Jesus] of [or forl 
thy people; with YESHUA thy MESSIAH [thine Anointed One: i.e., with Jesus thy Messiah]; thou 
woundest the head of the house of the wicked one [Satan]." Here you have it! The very NAME given to 
our Lord in the New Testament - JESUS! So don't let anyone tell you that the Name JESUS is not found 
in the Old Testament Jewish Holy Scriptures. 
 
And so when the aged Simeon came to the Temple, led there by the Holy Spirit of God, and took the 
baby Jesus in his arms, he said, "Lord, now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace, according to thy 
word: For mine eyes have seen thy salvation [YESHUA (Jesus)]" (Luke 2:29-30). Certainly! Not only 
did his eyes see God's SALVATION - God's YESHUA (Jesus) - but he felt Him and touched Him. His 
believing heart beat with joy and assurance as he felt the loving heart of God throbbing in the heart of 
the infant Jesus. 
 
"And thou shalt call his name Jesus [SALVATION, YESHUA]: for he shall save [salvation, salvage] his 
people from their sins!"
